Its tricky wording gives the impression that 

existing parental consent laws would remain in force but 

read it closely – it only preserves parental notification, 

not parental consent laws, which Amendment 4 would 

eliminate. 

This evil amendment would repeal all Florida laws that 

simply inconveniences an abortion even common-sense 

laws that most people on both sides of the issue support, 

like parental consent for minors seeking an abortion, 

informed consent, and laws that protect the safety of 

women. 

I’m very proud the Knights of Columbus honorably 

protects and defends the most vulnerable members of 

our society, including the disabled, elderly, and unborn. 

Please join us in defeating this evil attempt to legalize 

abortion by voting against Amendment 4, and remind 

your friends and family Amendment 4 is too extreme!
